
Wetlands Elevation Example                

 
What will be the maximum depth of water in the finished 
wetland?  
 
The elevation in the deepest part of the wetland minus the 
elevation at the lowest edge of wetland equals the maximum 
water depth. 
 
Answer: 10’ – 8’ = 2’ feet deep 
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
